The 30”
recommended installation height, above the standard
36” countertop, will ensure duct cover fit to the ceiling.
For 9-ft. and 10-ft. ceiling heights, the hood may be
lowered to 25-1/2” over the cooking surface.

m When installing the Island Hood above a Monogram
Professional Range or Rangetop, installation
clearance must be at least 30”.

[1] CONSTRUCT CEILING SUPPORT (cont.)

m Arrange cross-framing in the ceiling to suit the existing
structure. See examples.

— Secure each 2 x 4 block with at least four (4) #10
wood screws, 3” long (not supplied). Use 8 wood
screws total for the two supports.

m The cross-framing must be accurately aligned to
ensure correct positioning of the hood.

m The cross-framing must be level in all directions.
Check with a spirit level and adjust if necessary.

IMPORTANT: The ceiling structure must be capable
of supporting the weight of the hood (approximately
300 pounds) and any inadvertent user contact loads.
The hood support frame will be supported by the 2 x
4 min. cross-framing.

Ductwork

m Use the shortest and straightest duct route possible.
For satisfactory performance, duct run should not
exceed 100-feet equivalent length for any duct
configuration.

m Refer to “Duct Fittings” chart to compute the maximum
permissible length for duct runs to the outdoors.

m This vent hood must use 8” round duct. The 8” round
duct can transition to 3-1/4” x 12”.

m Install the house ductwork to run horizontally between
ceiling joists or straight up through the roof.

Finish the Ceiling

m Finish the ceiling surface. Be sure to mark location of
the ceiling joists and cross-framing. Check to be sure
the ceiling is level; use shims, if necessary.

The vent hood is packed separately from the decorative
duct cover or accessory covers ZX1059SFSS or

ZX10510SFSS.

m Remove the frame, cover, parts box and packaging.

m Remove junction box cover.

m Install strain relief onto junction box cover.

[3] CHECK INSTALLATION HARDWARE AND ACCESSORIES

— Be sure the template is oriented correctly, with the
front of the hood.

m Use a plumb bob to be sure the mounting holes will
provide parallel alignment with the countertop below.

m Center-punch all hole locations.

m Drill pilot holes in the 4 screw locations. Use a 5/32”
bit and drill approximately 1-1/2” deep.

m Cut the 8-1/4” duct opening and approximately 1” wire
access hole.

Reminder Switch” with the right side grease filter
by checking to see if the red light is glowing in the

display. If the red light is glowing, please adjust the
filter until the red indicator light turns off.

m Clean the hood with an approved stainless steel
cleaner.

m Check hood operation. If the hood does not operate,

check that house wires have been connected securely
and that no wires have been damaged during installation.
Check the breaker or house fuse is turned on.
