Ductwork Planning

m Use the shortest and straightest duct route possible.

For satisfactory performance, duct run should
not exceed 100 ft. equivalent length for any duct
configurations.

m Refer to “Duct Fittings” chart to compute the
maximum permissible length for duct runs to the
outdoors.

m Use rigid metal ductwork only.

m Install a roof cap with damper at the exterior
opening. Order the cap and any transitions needed
in advance.
